UPDATE: St Mary’s Iconography Project

The project has proceeded very smoothly supported by the commitment and participation of the
congregation, and the skill and hard work of the iconographers, Nadine Thola and Tom Xenakis.

Phase |, of four to five projected phases, has been completed. This phase consists of 12 icons
depicting the 12 major feasts of the year. The church has already been transformed by the
strikingly beautiful icons that have been mounted on the walls. The iconographers are currently
at work on the next phase, Phase 1A, a prayer corner with six icons.

Phases |, IA, and Il (icons of individual saints) have been completely subscribed and several icons
from later phases already have sponsors. Approximately 60% of the amount required to
complete this entire project has been pledged by parishioners, reflecting the generosity, faith,
and love of our community.

Policarp. In most Romanian Orthodox parishes in the United States and Canada, the ladies
auxiliary is organized at the same time as the parish.
