They were 
preoccupied with their work. “They 
were throwing their nets at sea.”

The Lord Jesus called them and 
as the Bible says: “Immediately they 
left their nets and followed him.” He 
did not promise riches, position, or 
status to them. He said one sentence:

“Follow me, and I will make you fishers 
of men.” The same scenario is repeated 
with John and Jacob, the sons of Zebe-
dee; they were fixing their nets with their 
father. “Immediately they left the boat, 
their father, and followed Him.” It seems 
that these pupils did not hesitate for a 
second to become missionaries.

When we say “yes” to the Lord, it 
means that we should say “no” to the 
things of importance of this world. We 
are called to abandon the nets that tie 
us to the things of this world, which 
prevent us from following Christ. The 
traps of this world are many, with mul-
tiple deceptions. However, it was Jacob 
and his brother John, who were “fixing 
the nets” when the Lord called them and 
“they left everything and followed Him.” 
In the Church and through the sacred 
sacraments we live a continuous Pen-
tecost. All are called according to their 
talents and ability to meet the Lord’s call-
ing, to become a fisher of men, to pursue 
them, so they know the true God and His 
Heavenly Kingdom.
