And we labor, working
with our own hands. Being reviled, we
bless; being persecuted, we endure;
being defamed, we entreat. We have
been made as the filth of the world,
the offscouring of all things until now.

But he, wanting to justify
himself, said to Jesus, “And who is my
neighbor?” Then Jesus answered and
said: “A certain man went down from
Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among
thieves, who stripped him of his
clothing, wounded him, and departed,
leaving him half dead. Now by chance
a certain priest came down thatroad.
And when he saw him, he passed by
on the other side. Likewise a Levite,
when he arrived at the place, came
and looked, and passed by on the oth-
er side. But a certain Samaritan, as he
journeyed, came where he was. And
when he saw him, he had compassion.
So he went to him and bandaged his
wounds, pouring on oil and wine; and
he set him on his own animal, brought
him to an inn, and took care of him.
On the next day, when he departed, he
took out two denarii, gave them to the
innkeeper, and said to him, ‘Take care
of him; and whatever more you spend,
when I come again, I will repay you.’
So which of these three do you think
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was neighbor to him who fell among
the thieves?” And he said, “He who
showed mercy on him.” Then Jesus
said to him, “Go and do likewise.”

The Reading is from the Holy Gospel
According to St. Matthew (9:9-13)

At that time, as Jesus passed on from
there, He saw a man named Matthew
sitting at the tax office. And He said
to him, “Follow Me.” So he arose and
followed Him. Now it happened, as
Jesus sat at the table in the house,
that behold, many tax collectors and
sinners came and sat down with Him
and His disciples. And when the Phar-
isees saw it, they said to His disciples,
“Why does your Teacher eat with tax
collectors and sinners?” When Jesus
heard that, He said to them, “Those
who are well have no need of a phy-
sician, but those who are sick. But go
and learn what this means: ‘I desire
mercy and not sacrifice.” For I did not
come to call the righteous, but sin-
ners, to repentance.”
