The Reading is from Epistle of St.
Paul to the Hebrews (11:33-12:2)

Brethren, all the saints through
faith subdued kingdoms, worked
righteousness, obtained promis-
es, stopped the mouths of lions,
quenched the violence of fire, escaped
the edge of the sword, out of weakness
were made strong, became valiant in
battle, turned to flight the armies of
the aliens. Women received their dead
raised to life again. Others were tor-
tured, not accepting deliverance, that
they might obtain a better resurrec-
tion. Still others had trial of mockings
and scourgings, yes, and of chains and
imprisonment. They were stoned,
they were sawn in two, were tempt-
ed, were slain with the sword. They
wandered about in sheepskins and
goatskins, being destitute, afflicted,
tormented — of whom the world was
not worthy.They wandered in deserts
and mountains, in dens and caves
of the earth. And all these, having
obtained a good testimony through
faith, did not receive the promise, God

having provided something better for
us, that they should not be made per-
fect apart from us. Therefore we also,
since we are surrounded by so great
a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside
every weight, and the sin which so
easily ensnares us, and let us run with
endurance the race that is set before
us, looking unto Jesus, the author and
finisher o% our faith.

At that time, Jesus, walking by the
Sea of Galilee, saw two brothers,
Simon called Peter, and Andrew his
brother, casting a net into the sea; for
they were fishermen. Then He said to
them, “Follow Me, and I will make you
fishers of men.” They immediately left
their nets and followed Him. Going on
from there, He saw two other brothers,
James the son of Zebedee, and John
his brother, in the boat with Zebedee
their father, mending their nets. He
called them, and immediately they
left the boat and their father, and fol-
lowed Him. And Jesus went about all
Galilee, teaching in their synagogues,
preaching the gospel of the kingdom,
and healing all kinds of sickness and
all kinds of disease among the people.

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Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea, and
beyond the Jordan.And seeing the
multitudes, He went up on a moun-
tain, and when He was seated His dis-
ciples came to Him. Then He opened
His mouth and taught them, saying:
“Blessed are the poor in spirit, for
theirs is the kingdom of heaven. Bless-
ed are those who mourn, for they shall
be comforted.Blessed are the meek,
for they shall inherit the earth. Bless-
ed are those who hunger and thirst for
righteousness, for they shall be filled.
Blessed are the merciful, for they shall
obtain mercy. Blessed are the pure in
heart, for they shall see God. Blessed
are the peacemakers, for they shall be
called sons of God. Blessed are those
who are persecuted for righteousness’
sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heav-
en. Blessed are you when they revile
and persecute you, and say all kinds
of evil against you falsely for My sake.
